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Overview
Terre des Hommes Netherlands in Tanzania is currently focusing on stopping child trafficking 
for child labour and on fighting sexual exploitation of children and the ensuing child marriage of 
children with disabilities.
As the second largest city in Tanzania, Mwanza serves as a major source, transit and destination 
area for children lured into trafficking for exploitative domestic work and forced into child sexual 
exploitation. Protecting these children through withdrawal and rehabilitation is a key element 
of our work. At the same time, prevention plays a major role in our programme, working with 
communities, schools, duty bearers and civil society at large both at the local and national level. 
Networking with civil society and the government is paramount in the fight against (domestic) 
child trafficking to harmonise approaches and amplify achievements.
Mara region has strong traditional gender-based oppressive norms and values that negatively 
affect women and girls. The oppressive norms have hindered the sexual reproductive health 
rights of the girl child and often bring an unsafe environment for all children these include: Female 
genital mutilation (FGM), child marriage and women’s cleansing. We focused on strengthening 
systems, building the capacities of government agents, and community leadership, working 
closely with local CSOs and building the capacities of communities’ champions to spearhead 
social change.

Lizy (15 years) was trafficked to 
Ukerewe Island, she was exploited for 
nine months, working as a domestic 
worker, without pay. She fled from her 
employer’s house when the situation 
turned unbearable. Luckily, she was 
identified by the project team, rescued 
and supported with basic needs, 
medical support, counselling, dignity 
pack and legal aid.

Kamoli (15 years), grew up in Ukerewe 
district in Tanzania with her single 
mother. The family faced hardships 
which ultimately resulted in Kamoli 
working as a domestic worker, facing 
exploitation and abuse from her 
employer. With our support, she was 
taken to a shelter, a safe haven, where 
she was provided with basic needs 
such as food, clothes, dignity kits, legal 
aid, received medical checkup and 
counselling support.
